The Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) will hold a public meeting regarding project plans on State Road (S.R.) 46 from Monroe Road/Upsala Road (County 
Road (C.R.) 15) to French Avenue (U.S. 17-92) on Thursday, August 4, at 5:30 p.m.
