Pedestrian safety improvements include 

reconstructing the corner curbs and pedestrian curb 

ramps in accordance with current Americans with 

Disabilities Act (ADA) standards, adding and 

upgrading crosswalks, and constructing new 

pedestrian signals.  

Some right of way acquisition is expected to 

accommodate the planned improvements.
