WHAT TO EXPECT
Motorists should expect lane closures 
throughout construction. Lanes may be closed 
on S.R. A1A from 7:00 p.m to 7:00 a.m on 
weekdays and weekends. Electronic message 
boards and other signage will be used to 
alert motorists of traffic changes. Access to 
area parks and residences will be maintained 
throughout the project. Uneven pavement is 
a common, unavoidable roadway condition 
with projects that require resurfacing, as the 
contractor must place different layers of asphalt 
during various phases of construction. Road 
conditions during construction will become 
less apparent as the project progresses. 
Pedestrian detours will be placed in areas 
where the sidewalk is inaccessible during 
construction. Motorists and pedestrians are 
asked to exercise caution and reduce their 
speed while driving through the work zone.
