The project also proposes 

installing 5-foot bike lanes from West Main Street to Caballo Road, upgrading existing bus stop facilities, 

and updating curb ramps to meet current Americans With Disabilities Act (ADA) standards.

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To help encourage safer driving speeds, the project will add intermittent raised islands in the median. 

These islands are a safety feature designed to encourage drivers to be more aware of their surroundings, 

and will not limit access to side streets or driveways along the roadway. They also serve to increase     

visibility and create physical separation between lanes of oncoming traffic. The project also proposes   

installing additional signs to help drivers better anticipate the curve in the roadway and adjust vehicle 

speeds accordingly.  

Additional proposed improvements include upgrades to the signalized intersection at S.R. 44 and West 

Main Street. Obsolete driveways along the corridor will also be removed. 

These planned operational and safety improvements are part of a larger initiative to help meet FDOT’s 

vision of providing safer roadways for all users.
