Project Description 
 

The Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) 

is proposing pedestrian safety improvements on 

State Road (S.R.) A1A in Indialantic, Brevard 

County. 

The project proposes installing two midblock 

crossings with audible pedestrian-activated signals 

known as Rectangular Rapid Flashing Beacons 

(RRFBs). The new RRFBs are planned to provide 

safe crossings on S.R. A1A in the following 

locations: 

• North of Watson Drive, in front of the Publix 

Super Market 

• North of East Coral Way in front of Silver Palm 

Condominiums (just north of the public beach 

access) 

Curbs and curb ramps will be constructed at both 

locations to meet current Americans with 

Disabilities Act (ADA) standards. FDOT is also 

proposing a new sidewalk at East Coral Way from 

the proposed midblock crossing to the public beach entrance on the northbound side of S.R. 

A1A.  

RRFBs will increase driver awareness and visibility at the midblock crossings. When activated by 

the pedestrians wanting to cross the roadway, the signals will flash yellow lights to alert drivers. 

By state law, drivers are required to stop at any marked crosswalk when a pedestrian is present.
